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Wildlife Deterrent Trash
Barrels Available

Burrtec offers wildlife deterrent trash
barrels to Bradbury residents for an
additional monthly charge. Burrtec requires
a three-month trial period for all issued
barrels. The barrel has been constructed
with a reinforced latching device that will
prevent trash from spilling out of the barrel
if tipped over by wildlife. These barrels will
not entirely prevent a determined bear from
prying open the barrel if the contents prove
worth the effort.
