Are you replacing an old sofa, water heater or refrigerator and don’t know what
to do with it? We'll take care of it. Residents can request up to two curbside
collections of large or bulky items during a calendar year. Limit of five items per
collection. This program also includes electronic waste. This program is at no
additional cost and designed for your convenience. Please call our Customer
Service Department one week prior to your scheduled collection day to arrange
pick-up. This collection does not include concrete, rock, dirt or construction/
demolition materials.

How to Safely Dispose of Sharps
at HHW County Facilities

SAN BERNARDINO COUNTY RESIDENTS can safely dispose of their used SHARPS in a 2 gallon or smaller,
heavy-duty, plastic container as an alternative to plastic bio-hazard sharps containers at participating
Household Hazardous Waste Collection facilities. Containers should only contain needles, lancets, and
syringes with a needle attached that must be completely spent (no liquid remaining, including EpiPens).

HOW TO CREATE YOUR OWN CONTAINER: DO NOT USE FOR SHARPS:

« Place sharpsinto an Approved Sharps Container or 2
gallon or smaller heavy-duty plastic container

Do not flush wipes or paper
towels.

v/ Donate any unwanted items that are still in good condition.

is illegal, and illegally dumped items could ultimately end l

up in the trash.
