When the holiday falls on a weekday, 
collections for the remainder of the week 
will be delayed by one day.

•	 Vacuum your forced air system filter 
so it doesn’t have to work as hard to 
pull the air through it.

•	 Test your doors for leaks. Go outside 
in the dark and check for light 
shining through.

•	 Vacuum your refrigerator coils. 
Check the gasket seals by closing 
a piece of paper in the door. If you 
can move it up and down easily, the 
gaskets are not sealing well, and 
warm air is leaking in.

•	 Unplug or recycle extra refrigerators. 
Older and second units may use 
as much as 40% more energy than 
newer models.

•	 Keep the dryer lint trap and the 
exhaust vent clean so the dryer 
doesn’t have to work as hard. In 
fact, a dirty lint trap will slow down 
the drying process.

•	 Use the air-dry mode in your 
dishwasher.
