Free Additional Services to Help You Declutter

Residential customers can schedule up to four free pickups
per year for the items listed below.

Unlimited number of small appliances,
furniture, mattresses, etc per pickup.

Maximum of ten bags/bundles
per pickup. Bundles must be bound and less than four
feet in length.

Maximum of five bags or disposable
containers per pickup. Loose trash will not be collected.
An unlimited number of bags of
clothing per pickup.
Two containers/bundles
under 70 pounds each, per pickup.

To arrange a pickup, call our Customer Service Department
at (800) 325-9417 at least 24 hours in advance and place
the items at the curb on your next regular pickup day.
