When the holiday falls on a weekday, 
collections for the remainder of the week 
will be delayed by one day. There is no 
service interruption or delay when the 
holiday falls on a Saturday or Sunday.

SAN BERNARDINO COUNTY RESIDENTS can safely dispose of their used SHARPS in a 2 gallon or smaller, 
heavy-duty, plastic container as an alternative to plastic bio-hazard sharps containers at participating 
Household Hazardous Waste Collection facilities. Containers should only contain needles, lancets, and 
syringes with a needle attached that must be completely spent (no liquid remaining, including EpiPens).

•	 Place sharps into an Approved Sharps Container or 2
	 gallon or smaller heavy-duty plastic container
•	 Do not use food product containers
•	 Must have a screw-top and puncture resistant lid
•	 Made of thick plastic
•	 2 gallons or less
•	 Leak-resistant
•	 Remain upright when standing
•	 Place printed Bio-Hazard Label on both sides
•	 When ¾ filled, secure lid, and tape the container closed

•	Check your fridge often: Keep track of what you have and what needs to be 

used. Eat or freeze items before you need to throw them away.
•	Use your freezer: Your freezer can help save your food and time.
