Living with Wildlife Tips
You can help keep your neighborhood clean by doing the following:

•	 Avoid placing trash out on windy days.
•	 Put trash cans out the morning of collection day.
•	 Store trash in the garage if possible.
•	 Do not leave pet food or water outside.
•	 Trim ground-level shrubbery to reduce hiding places.
•	 Pick-up fallen fruit from the ground.
•	 Be sure to place your trash into a large trash bag and tie it closed before placing
	 in the barrel. This will make clean-up efforts easier should the barrels tip over.
