CLEAN MOUNTAIN SITES OPERATING GUIDELINES

« Allresidential household trash brought to the site must be in a 32-gallon trash container. Limit of 5 cans per property, per day.

« Green waste must be in a 32-gallon trash container or bagged.

« Tree branches and limbs brought to the site cannot exceed 4-feet in length and must be tied in bundles no bigger than 2-feet in diameter.
« Unlimited green waste is accepted, per single family generator, as long as it’s contained.

« You may bring two bulky items per day; this includes E-Waste.

« Renters and vacationers are required to bring a copy of a current invoice. Please reach out to the property owner or management
team for more information.

¢ No trailer loads or loose materials will be taken. These items can be hauled off to Heaps Peak Transfer Station located at
29898 State Highway 18, Running Springs, CA 92382.

« Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) is not accepted. HHW consists of items such as paint, motor oil, paint thinner, turpentine,
pesticides and herbicides. For information regarding the disposal of HHW, call 1-800-OILY CAT

« No construction material or tires are accepted at any of the sites.
