SENATE BILL 1383

The California Senate passed a bill requiring a 75% reduction in organic waste disposal by 2025.
All residences and commercial businesses will be required to participate in this program to
recycle organic waste, including food waste.

Organic waste that decomposes in a landfill releases a significant amount of greenhouse gas
emissions that contribute to public health and safety concerns such as asthma, global climate
change, extreme weather, and natural disasters. By composting organic waste, instead of
sending it to landfills, we can close the loop on sustainability while creating a nutrient-rich soil
amendment that's ready for use in farms and gardens.

How to Safely Dispose of Sharps
at HHW County Facilities

SAN BERNARDINO COUNTY RESIDENTS can safely dispose of their used SHARPS in a 2 gallon or smaller,
heavy-duty, plastic container as an alternative to plastic bio-hazard sharps containers at participating
Household Hazardous Waste Collection facilities. Containers should only contain needles, lancets, and
syringes with a needle attached that must be completely spent (no liquid remaining, including EpiPens).
