Collection service consists of automated collection of 
household trash, recyclables and organic waste one time 
per week.

Additional Barrels
Additional trash, recycling and organic waste barrels 
are available for an additional monthly fee. If your barrel 
is damaged it will be repaired or replaced at no charge. 
Residents are responsible for those barrels damaged due to 
customer negligence or abuse.

On Collection Day
Place your barrels near the corner of your driveway, in 
the street, at curbside with the handles facing your home 
the night before or no later than 6:00 a.m. on the day of 

collection. The barrels 
must be placed at 
least three feet away 
from any obstruction 
such as a vehicle, 
fence, lamp post, 
power pole or mailbox 
and one foot between 
other barrels.

Temporary Containers
Burrtec provides a three cubic yard “rent‑a‑bin” service for 
residential clean‑ups and special projects, with larger bin sizes 
available for landscaping, renovations, and tenant 
improvements. Pursuant to Municipal Code 
Section 8.17.030, Burrtec is the exclusive solid 
waste service provider authorized for resident 
use. For additional information and current rates, 
please contact Burrtec Customer Service.

Bulky Items
Burrtec provides four residential large or bulky item curbside 
collections during a 12-month period at no extra charge 
(maximum of 5 items per collection). Please call at least 24 
hours in advance to schedule your bulky item pick-up. Large 
or bulky items include: scrap metal, wood, old appliances, 
furniture, televisions, computer monitors, refrigerator or 
freezer, tied & bundled tree branches, mattresses, etc. 
Please place items out the night before or no later than 6:00 
a.m. on the day of collection.

Roll-Out Service
This service is available to all residents for an additional 
monthly fee. Residents who are frail and/or physically unable 
to take their barrels to the curb may receive this service at 
no additional charge. Please call for service information.

Mandatory Solid Waste Service & Payment
Solid waste collection service and payment for solid waste 
collection service is mandatory for every occupied residential, 
commercial and industrial property per the Rancho Cucamonga 
Municipal Code. Solid waste accounts that are 60 or more 
days past due shall constitute a lien against the property for 
which the solid waste collection services were provided and 
shall include the delinquent amount plus administrative fees.

California’s Climate Food Fight
Organic waste decomposes in a landfill releasing a significant 
amount of greenhouse gas emissions that contribute to 
public health and safety concerns such as asthma, global 
climate change, extreme weather, and natural disasters. By 
composting organic waste, instead of sending it to landfills, 
we can close the loop while creating a nutrient-rich soil 
amendment that’s ready for use in farms and gardens.

RECYCLE YOUR FOOD BY 
FOLLOWING THESE STEPS:

Food Waste Recycling
California passed a law, Senate Bill 1383, to improve air 
quality by reducing greenhouse gas emissions from organic 
waste disposal such as food waste and landscape waste. 
CalRecycle reports that landfilled organic waste (including 
food waste) decomposes in landfills and generates 
greenhouse gases contributing to global climate change. 
Reducing methane gas through actions like organic waste 
recycling will reduce emissions and the impacts of climate 
change. To comply with this mandate, communities are 
required to have a Food Waste Recycling Program for 
residential customers.

1.	Collect food waste in a plastic bag and separate it 
from your other waste and recycling.

2.	Secure the plastic bag by tying it off. We encourage 
you to reuse plastic bags you may already have; 
they will be sorted and removed prior to processing.

3.	Place your secured bagged food waste inside your 
green organics barrel, along with your other loose 
green waste.

Your recycling efforts contribute to the reduction of 
greenhouse gas emissions from landfilled organic waste. 
This includes methane, a greenhouse gas 80 times more 
potent than carbon dioxide.

•	 Plan ahead: Before you go to the grocery store 
or order out, check the fridge and pantry for food 
items that need to be cooked or that you already 
have and do not need to purchase. 

•	 Serve smart: Aim to cook and serve the right 
portions for the number of people you are feeding.

•	 Store food wisely: Different foods require different 
conditions.

•	 Check your fridge often: Keep track of what you 
have and what needs to be used. Eat or freeze 
items before you need to throw them away.

•	 Use your freezer: Your freezer can help save food 
and time.

TIPS TO PREVENT FOOD WASTE AT HOME

It’s as easy as 1-2-3!
1. KEEP products in original 
containers or properly labeled with a 
sealed lid.
2. SECURE products so they won’t 
spill or leak during transport.
3. TAKE them to your nearest 
collection center.

7765 to order a postage paid sharps 
mail back collection container.
